Activity 3 – Agree/Disagree
Playworkers responded to 4 statements (bulleted below) and were asked to agree or disagree.

•	It is better to have less equipment out than more
•	We should stay out in all weather even it is terrible rain
•	We need toilets on the park
•	The music added to the kid’s experience

Playworkers agreed and disagreed on each statement with the exception of the last statement where there was a 
consensus to the need for music.



Activity 4 – Golden Moments

Playworkers were asked to record their golden moments (and also 
reflect what the children participating on the scheme had experienced 
in their opinion). A summary (mainly verbatim) of their golden moments 
is given below:

•	Play fights, happy kids & parents coming back each day, pod graffiti, making dens, go karting
	 (crashing into tree), blackberry picking, bug hunting, big smiles, I love parks, playing outdoors with everyone/		
	 being outdoors, waterslide, team, danger gazebo overhead, kids & playworkers climbing tree, parachute on hill 	
	 in the wind, hugs from kids & playworkers
•	Playing apple hockey – children were learning & playing by simple rules in the rain with adults.
	 Relaxed and happy. 
•	Children making bows & arrows that worked well. 
•	Fire – children hadn’t done this before they were surprised when we left them put the wood on the fire.
	 They toasted bread & marshmallows.
•	Tennis was good in both parks we made the net. We ended up with quite a few playing at the same time but
	 we also had team games with scoring like normal tennis.
•	Waterslide – none of the children had experienced this before in both parks. They were very excited.
	 They were asking us to do it again.
•	Fire – excited about being able to put wood on the fire, without getting told off running around looking for stuff to 	
	 put on the fire.
•	Tennis – this got quite competitive. Proper tennis with an umpire. Quite a few hadn’t played before but enjoyed it 	
	 picked up rules quickly
•	Musical instruments, music bus, kite making, dodgeball, skate board, parachute, football, waterslide (preparing 	
	 the water slide -excitement at getting clothes wet). 
•	Splat, pass the parcel, musical chairs, stuck in the mud, parachute games, kite making, ‘Duck Duck Goose’ 		
	 (played a lot in Georges Park because the children wanted to),  ‘Next Goal Wins’/ ‘We are the Champions’ 		
	 (chants/singing during football game), hide & seek, smiley faces, making tepees, masks, making dens (tepees 	
	 with John the artists at Georges Park).
•	Waterslide – it was so much fun and make all the children smile
•	Playing football and I lobbed a group of lads. It was a shock to all of us but we all found it funny and I think it was 	
	 a bonding point.
•	Water slide – both parks but especially Burdford RD as kids were running for 120m to slide.
•	Dodgeball – Georges Park. Kids/staff all competitive. Lasted for hours. All ages took part – no mercy!
•	Playing dodgeball at Georges Park, playing tennis at Kingstanding and talking to kids at both. Dodgeball 		
	 massive hit at Georges Park. Every day the kids wanted to play it. And it was the same with tennis at Burford 		
	 Road, but it was great because it was so funny to see the kids getting into it and arguing over rules
	 and decisions.
•	Talking to the kids at both parks was great. 
•	Engagement of a child with the football/cricket and the game ’60 seconds’ which both the child and
	 playworker enjoyed
•	One child coming out of his comfort zone by jogging around the park with a playworker
•	Falling off the tree, playing gladiators, playing hockey in the rain – whole team, hide for ages, thank you card 		
	 from twins with their hand prints.
•	Kids decided to play hockey and everyone joined in
•	Playing ackey 1, 2, 3. Children having a great time. Game lasting ages
•	Go karting, waterslide, blackberry picking, skipping, playing football with a disabled child, parachute games, 		
	 parachute sliding, art bus dancing, tree climbing, collage making using natural resources.

•	Playing acky (for hours and we all had such an awesome time!), apple hockey in the pouring rain, water slide, 	
	 football match.
•	Got to really know the children and felt like we really formed a relationship – got to chat to them whilst hiding and 	
	 find out what they like/don’t like.
•	Some children had never played it [the game ‘acky 123’] before so they learnt a new skills.
•	Saw lots of confidence/independence team work came out in this [the game ‘acky’ 123] game.
•	Apple hockey in the rain. Children and staff all got involved and we were all drenched. Really made the game. 	
	 Good teamwork – bonded well. Staff led by example & showed that rain wasn’t going to stop their play, use of 	
	 natural environment (apples) & equipment (any bats we could find).   
•	Some boys were bored and were engaged in hockey by playworkers. 1 girl had never played hockey before but 	
	 showed talent. The kids said it was sick.
•	One child was very aggressive towards a playworker but as part of competitive team sport became
	 less aggressive.
•	Dodgeball, staff & kids football t’ment, party bus (singing/dancing/party games), musical instruments (teaching 	
	 a girl to play Row Row Row Your Boat on xylophone, den making, mod rock, fire (marshmallows), sexy bum bag, 	
	 den making.
•	Waterslide – kids running for miles to go faster.
•	Parachute games, mod rock, tennis.
•	Fire – the children enjoyed sitting around the fire, gathering wood, enjoyed toasting bread & marshmallows,
	 the warmth.
•	Getting thank you cards off kids at the end of the 1st park – made it feel worthwhile, like we’d done
	 something special.
•	Knowing that they had a memorable, valuable experience, learnt new skills, made new friends, discovered the 	
	 park & nature, learning but having fun, wanting to come back to the park after we’d gone.
	 Football (with tennis bats), waterslide, blackberry picking, thank you.
